The First Caspian
Conference on Oil Trade
and Transportation was
hosted by the UK-based
Confidence Energy in Baku
Hyatt Regency Hotel on
25-24 April.
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ne Brits were helped by Baku State
Oil Academy, whose alumni include
Geydar Aliev (former President of
Azerbaijan), Natiq Aliev (minister of
industry and energy), Vagit Alekperov (head of
Lukoil) and Farman Salmanov (the «Godfathers
of Tyumen oil&gas province).

Over 150 delegates from over 20 countries
joined the conference. These included the repre-
sentatives of the leading regional compoanies —
Socar, BE, Statoil, Total, TengizChevroil, Agip,
Petrokazakhstan, etc. The presentations were
made by Arzu Azimov (deputy head of market-
ing and economics department, Socar), Bolat
Zhansugurov (head of commerce, Aktau port),
Nailya Mekhrabova (general director of Cross
Caspian), Julian Lee (analyst at the Center of
Global Energy Research), and others.

Oil shipments via Baku-Batumi and Baku-
Poti transportation corridors have been expand-
ing constantly, to the record levels in 2006 due
to extra shipments by AIOC, said Rauf Guseinov;
an analyst at Argus Media. However, this vear
transportation volumes are expected to fall as
bulk of Azeri crude is now switched to the
Baku-Thbilisi-Ceyhan (BTC) pipeline, noted the
expert.

some 42% of trans-caspian oil shipments
(from Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan, Russia and
Azerbaijan) went to Iran's Caspian ports; 20% —
to Russian ports of Astrakhan and Mahachkala.
and some 30% — to Azeri ports. Azerbaijan has
three terminals — 200,000 b/d Dyubendi,
200,000 b/d Sangachal and 96,000 b/d Baku
terminal. All terminals can receive tankers with

up to 13,000t DWT. Sangachal terminal is used
for Azeri light crude only and is linked to the
BTC by twin pipeline. In 2006 the country's
Dyubendi terminal was in highest demand, hav-
ing loaded 90% of total shipments.

In 2007, over $100mn pencilled for invest-
ments in Aktau expansion programme said
Bolat Zhansugurov, head of commerce and
cargo works, Aktau port. «The total cost of
expansion project is $256mn. The building
works started off in 2006 on the funds provided
by Kazakhstan Development Bank. This year.
over 3100mn slated for project’s investment»,
said Zhansugurov. By 2010 the project will be
completed, boosting the terminal loading capac-

ity to 400,000 b/d from the present 250,000
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
